Apologies and reasons for absence.
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Sapey and Cllr Hearn due to work commitments.
76 Declarations of interest for items on the agenda.

Minutes of the Previous Meeting
77.1 The minutes of the previous Council meeting held on 13th May were agreed and signed as an accurate record of the meeting.
78 Minutes of the AGM Held on 13th May

There were no issues raised by the public in attendance therefore the meeting was not adjourned.
79 Police Matters
79.1 Crime Statistics - Cllr D Jones reported that there had been two reported crimes in Tilney St Lawrence and none in either Tilney cum Islington or Tilney Fen End. The reported crimes included one burglary from out buildings and the theft of a car.
79.2 Speed Watch – Cllr Calton reported that the Police had been conducting speed checks in High Rd Tilney cum Islington. Cllr Jones confirmed that this had resulted in one driver receiving a warning letter. Cllr Jaggers expressed his concern that heavy vehicles were using High Rd as a cut-through, this would be monitored and reported if it continued.
80 Reports
80.1 Chairman’s Correspondence 
80.1.1 Children’s Fun Day - Cllr Ayres reported that a children’s fun day organised by Connor Foreshaw had gone ahead last year. This had been a successful day fostering and promoting community spirit, as well as providing an activity for children during the school holidays. Cllrs commended Connor for this achievement and agreed to sponsor the prizes for this year’s fun day planned for the last Sunday August. Proposed by Cllr Savage and seconded by Cllr C Ayres, it was agreed to allow £50 sponsorship.
80.1.2 Westfields- a resident had raised concerns that cars were speeding around the grass ring where children were playing. Cllrs agreed that a Children Playing sign would be requested. The clerk would contact NCC and request the sign.
80.1.3 Footpath – Cllr Ayres reported that following concerns that the footpath on Goodley’s land had been blocked, he had ascertained that the farm manager had wanted people to walk around the edge of the field, along the proposed modified route, not diagonally across the newly planted crops. The chairman had also established that this modification to the footpath was in addition to the new footpath along the other side of the dyke. Cllr Ayres thanked Cllr Savage for cutting the grass on the footpath.
80.2 Footway Lighting Report – No outages reported.
80.3 Footpath & Tree Reports – No report.
80.4 Village Hall Report - Cllr Cullen reported that it was agreed at the last meeting to upgrade the children’s play area with new play equipment. A new dishwasher had been purchased and Mr Bodimeade had donated a clock. The Hall was booked for an election in May 2014.
80.5 William Day Centre Report – Cllr Cullen reported that a meeting had been arranged for tomorrow with Roger Haddington for an update from NCC. The Centre held a Spring Bank Holiday raffle raising £103 for their amenities fund.
80.6 Highway Matters
The stolen drain covers had now been replaced.
Potholes – Cllr Savage again reported the poor road surface on the old A47 from Antioch Bridge to the end of the parish boundary. Cllr Mills reported a pothole outside no.106 School Rd.

Fly tipping –this was reported in the old A47 layby. Cllr Jaggers expressed his concern that the tipping near the flyover was now a health hazard with rats living in the old sofa. The clerk would report this to Environmental Health.

High Rd – Cllr Calton reported a spillage of oil on the road outside no.131. Cllrs were concerned that given the speed some vehicles travelled at this would be a hazard.

Spice Chase –Cllrs thanked Cllr Savage for cutting back the hemlock that obscured the view of road users. Cllr Savage had also cut back the brambles on the footpath at Antioch Bridge.
80.7 Patients Group – no report
80.8 Church Report – Cllr Place reported that the lavatory and kitchen facilities were nearly complete and that the landscaping to the north and West were about to begin. Permission had been asked for the pews to be taken out of the north transcept to allow tables and chairs to be placed there creating a more informal meeting area. Cllrs expressed their concern that the churchyard did not look as well kept as last year. Cllr Place reported that this had been put to the contractor and the situation was being monitored.
81 Finance
81.1 Annual Governance Statement – Cllrs went through the Governance statement and it was signed by the chairman with all in agreement.
81.2 Internal Auditor – Cllrs noted that the internal auditor had signed the Audit Form and would provide a written statement for the next meeting.
81.3 Accounts for year Ending 31.03.13 – The clerk introduced the financial statements and performance against budget. Cllrs approved the accounts. It was noted that there were four corrections on the Audit Form these were initialled by the chairman.
